TEAAS 4.3 Release Notes

1. Strip Report interface has been changed to correctly display the Strip Diagram (part of Strip Report) containing wrapped Crash IDs and Features.

2. Secondary Route user interface has been changed to have the Alternate Text field length extended from 20 to 25 characters.

3. HO Segments user interface has been changed to have a button to generate HO Segments Report.

4. All Feature user interfaces and HO Segments user interface have been modified to display the Road Name field.

5. Almost all the user interfaces were modified to append the County Number to the County Name field.

6. “Feature Names and Secondary Routes” function in the Application Browser has been renamed to “Feature Names, Secondary Routes and Exceptions”.

7. “Feature Names, Secondary Routes and Exceptions” function has a new sub-function called “Municipality Name Exceptions” for maintaining misspelled municipalities in the crash locations.

8. Strip and Intersection Report user interfaces have been changed to remove the enabling of default focus on buttons (so that hitting the Enter key will not inadvertently perform the focused button’s action).

9. Strip and Intersection Report user interfaces have been changed to receive the default values for the K/A and B/C coefficients from the database. TEAAS Business Owners can change these default values.  The changed values will appear on the clients once the Application Server is restarted.

10. Strip and Intersection Report user interfaces were changed to have the same ordering of crashes in Strip and Intersection Reports and the exports (Crash ID List and the Detailed Crash ID List).

11. TEAAS website has been modified to contain the new contact information.

12. Users user interface has been changed to have Email and Agency Name fields.

13. City Report, County Report, Fiche Report, Intersection Report and Strip Report user interfaces have been changed to have the Municipalities pull down menus alphabetically ordered.

14. Strip and Intersection user interfaces were changed to rearrange the Vehicle Exposure Statistics on Strip and Intersection Reports.

15. Street Name Exceptions user interface has been changed by excluding the PP and PVA accidents upon generating exceptions.

16. Installation process for the TEAAS client has been changed to incorporate Installshield for easy installation.
