Existing Crashes or any new Crashes that contain Connector (originally street name code of 2) will be mapped to Spur.  In TEAAS Special Route suffixes are changed from 1 character 3 characters. For instance US 70B will be changed to US 70BUS.  The Crash Location information will still have a 1 character suffix.  The following table depicts these changes in red.
